FCV (full cash value) in 2005 and 2006 = $24,427.00

FCV in 2007 and 2008 = $38,443.00

(This would be the basis figure for your most recent tax bill)

FCV in 2009 $961,080.00 (an increase in FCV of over 250%)

Based on a computation of approximate taxes your tax bill in 2010 will be
approximately $30,000.00.

(Computation is based on a multiplier of the estimated total tax rate multiplied against both the Full Cash Value
and the Limited Tax Value as established by the current assessor. While this computation will produce a reasonably
close estimate, it does not represent the actual amount of the tax bill).

As we discussed this is one of 50,000 reasons that Pinal County needs to
elect new leadership and especially a new assessor. There is absolutely
NO excuse or justification for an FCV increase in this amount.

Another taxpayer has just indicated a tax bill increase of over 100% based
on the tax bill received in September of 2008. Folks, it's time for Pinal
County to change its elected officials. YOU can begin to correct this
malfunctioning system on November 4.
